• Kitchen 
• Bedroom 
• Living Room 
• Dining Room 
• Family Room 
• Office 
• Den 
 
Not a Room 
The following are not usually considered to be a room. 
• Bathroom 
• Laundry Room 
• Unheated or Minimally Finished Sun Room 
• Closet 
• Storage Room 
• Entryway 
 
What about great rooms or open concept? 
According to NationalAppraiserRoster.com, rooms do not have to be divided by walls as long as there is space for the 
designated function.
